Definition of the results
Is carried out by the greatest amount of points (winning party - 1 point, draw - 0,5 points, loss - 0 points), and in case of equality of points between two or more players the order of places  determined by the following criteria:
· Coefficient of Buchholz;

· "Average" coefficient of Buchholz (excluding the highest and lowest results of competitors);

· Growing amount of points (progress).


The cases which have not been provided by the real Regulations, will be specified in the Regulations of the tournament and informed to the participants of the board of arbiters before
 the beginning of competitions.









 
  In the case of the division of places prizes are distributed to the system of Gort, except for special prizes.
Participants
The participation in the tournament  is open to everyone, regardless of chess skill, have paid the appropriate entry fee and apply for participation.


The entry made in written is obligatory for the registration of the players. It must be sent out at the address of the Belarus Chess Federation: Belarus, 220030 Minsk, 10 Marks street, or by fax: 375-17-327-47-88, or by e-mail: blr_chess@tut.by

The registration deadline is  June 20, 2012. Chess players missed the deadline should pay the extra fee in amount 50 000 blr rubles in additional to entry fee (without any exception) which going on the formation of the prize fund.
