Technical  Regulations
The tournament will be played according to the Swiss System in 9 rounds. Rate of play will be  90 minutes for 40 moves plus 30 minutes for the rest of the game with an increment of 30 seconds per move starting from move 1.
The tournament will be played according the FIDE regulations and to be rated.
The cases which have not been provided by the real Regulations, will be specified in the Regulations of the tournament and informed to the participants of the board of arbiters before  the beginning of competitions.









 

Definition of the Winners. 
Prize Fund and Breakdowns
The places is determined by the greatest amount of points (winning party - 1 point, draw - 0,5 points, loss - 0 points). The prizes are not divided in case of equality of points (the participant can get only one prize – the highest) the order of places are  determined by the additional following criteria:
· Coefficient of Buchholz;
· "Average" coefficient of Buchholz (excluding the highest and lowest results of competitors);
· Coefficient of Berger
